Funded by
a $106 million bond measure passed by voters in
November 2000, BLIP calls for 17 branches to be
renovated, four leased facilities to be replaced with
city-owned buildings, two branches to be replaced
with new buildings, and one brand-new branch to
be constructed—the first in 40 years—in Mission Bay
(completed in July 2006).
