The Golden Gate Valley Branch will close Nov. 7 for a much needed renovation as part of 
the Branch Library Improvement Program. San Francisco voters approved a $106 million 
bond measure in November 2000 to upgrade the city’s branch library system. The branch is 
scheduled to reopen in 2011.

While the branch is closed there will be bookmobile service and children’s story times weekly. 
 The bookmobile will be located alongside Allyne Park (1700 Green St.) at the corner of 
Gough and Green Sts. Bookmobile service will be on Tuesdays from 10 a.m.–12:30 p.m. 
and on Fridays from 2:15–5:30 p.m. Bookmobile service will start on Nov. 10. 

 The Toddler Tales program for children 18 to 36 months will be held at Sherman 
Elementary School in the School Library at 1651 Union St. (at Franklin). The children’s 
program will be held on Tuesdays from 10:15–10:45 a.m. and will begin at this location 
on Nov. 10.
