She worked tirelessly 
on her bindings, studied with many 
teachers and attended workshops and 
seminars. Owen continued to regularly 
exhibit her design bindings both 
internationally and in the United States. 

In 2024, Owen passed away from cancer. For the last 30 years of her 
life, she spent most days constructing her design bindings and boxes in 
her studio in Santa Monica, California. Stacked on shelves in her studio are 
many fine-print text blocks waiting to be bound. If she had had more time, 
it is certain Owen would have created many more wonderful bindings.
